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Presentacion

La nocién de crisis parece ser consustancial a la filosofia: sin ser necesariamente un suceso grave,
una crisis es una situacién que obliga al filésofo a poner a prueba la relevancia de sus criterios de
evaluacién y de pensamiento, es decir a reformar y profundizar su filosoffa. Sin embargo, por la tendencia
catastrofica de las crisis de indole econdmica, social, politica y ambiental que afectan y han afectado de
manera significativa y diversa a extensas poblaciones en todos los continentes en periodos distintos, cabe
interrogarse sobre la capacidad de la filosofia en sobrevivir, adaptarse a y superar esta condicioén que le es
connatural. La pregunta “sCémo filosofar en tiempos de crisis?” invita entonces a examinat no solo los
limites de la filosofia como disciplina sino también a explorar los caminos inéditos que el pensar humano
ha forjado y sigue inventando para entender su propia condicién critica, hasta poner en duda el valor de
dicho ejercicio. El presente nimero de Didlogos explora esta interrogante en y con autores tan distintos
como Platén, Gotthold Ephraim Lessing, Hans Blumemberg, Paul Ricoeur, Constantin Noica, y
Heidegger, y en temas de indole éticos, politicos y metafisicos. Combina miradas al pasado y
acercamientos al presente para examinar la relevancia de la filosoffa y las maneras en qué ella se mira a si
misma cuando estd retada por contextos sumamente criticos.

Presentation

The notion of crisis seems to be closely connected to philosophy: without necessarily being a
serious event, a crisis is a situation that forces the philosopher to test the relevance of his standards of
judgment and thought, that is, to reform and deepen his philosophy. However, due to the catastrophic
tendency of the economic, social, political and environmental crises that affect and have affected in
significant and diverse ways large populations in all the continents in different periods of the history, it is
necessary to wonder about the ability of philosophy to survive, adapt itself to or overcome its own

inherent “critical” dimension. The question “How to philosophize in times of crisis?”’” then invites us not
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only to examine the limits of philosophy as a discipline but also to explore the unprecedented paths that
human thought has forged and continues inventing to understand its own critical condition and call into
question the value of such an exercise. The present issue of Didlogos explores this question in and with
such different authors as Plato, Gotthold Ephraim Lessing, Hans Blumemberg, Paul Ricoeur, Constantin
Noica, and Heidegger, and on issues of an ethical, political and metaphysical nature. It combines looks at
the past and approaches to the present to examine the relevance of philosophy and the ways it looks at
itself when challenged by highly critical contexts.
